MAPS Stands Up Against Sexual Assault

MAPS Domestic Violence team as well as other staff recently completed training on sexual assault provided
the Boston Area Rape Crisis Center (BARCC), onhe o MAP S ¢
recently received a grant from the federal office on Violence Against Women to form a coalition with other sexu
assault assistance providers in the areas of Boston and Lowell, to improve services to Portuguese speaking sufvivors
of domestic violence and sexual assault.

Besides its longstanding advocacy to end domestic violence, MAPS also stands up against sexual assault.
past May, Osvalda Rodrigues, Director of the Lowell Office and MAPS Family Services, traveled to San Antoni
TX, to attend a National Conference on Domestic Violence and Sexual AssaMIAPS was one of over 50 agencie}
in the United States represented in this conference, presented by the federal office on Violence Against Womenn.

Earlier this spring, MAPS, as a member of Jane Doe Inc. (the Massachusetts Coalition against Sexual Ass
and Domestic Violence), was represented at the State House on April 28 along with Mary Kay Inc. and membe
the Mary Kay independent sales force to help paint the picture of what's at stake in communities across Massa
setts if we do not invest in solutions and services regarding sexual and domestic violence. The message was glear: to
build safer communities we need to address the needs of survivors and victims of sexual and domestic violence. Ad-
vocates visited Beacon Hill to raise awareness among lawmakers about the importance of crucial funding for sexu@
and domestic violence prevention and intervention services statewide. They educated lawmakers about the neg
restore funding to 2009 levels in order to support k$aving counseling, shelter, support groups, education, preve
tion programs, and other advocacy services.
